Your write-up will include:

1) Summaries of presentations by various community service agencies.  These presentations are scheduled between November 1st and November 9th.  A question sheet will be available to help you take notes during the presentation.  The question sheets will be collected, initialed, and returned to you. Your notes will then be typed on the computer.

This part is due Tuesday, Nov. 21, 2000. (20pts.)

2) A description of the agency you choose to work with and of your involvement.  (1 page minimum, 15pts.)

3) A detailed journal of the work you have done, specifying the number of hours, your specific experiences, and some reflections about them. (1 page minimum, 20pts.)

4) A letter (or other verification) from the organization to or about you indicating the extent to which you volunteered. (15pts.)

5) Two pages about the importance of community service organizations, and their role in our society. (30pts.)
